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Math

In class we are working on multiplication word problems, arrays, equal groups, distributive property, and multi-step word problems.





ELA 


Students will learn the importance of characters and how the author uses the characters to drive the story as it contributes to the sequence of events.  Writers will add dialogue to a narrative to help describe actions, thoughts and feelings to develop experiences and events or to show response of characters in a narrative.





Students will look closer at informational text in order to describe relationship between a series of events, scientific ideas or concepts or within a procedure.  Language used should include that which pertains to time, sequence and cause/effect. In addition, the student will be able to use text features to locate information and use that information to show understanding of grade level text (e.g. where, when, why and how key events occur) independently and proficiently.
