Mission, Goals, and Objectives:  Mission - Develop citizens of character dedicated to serving their nation and community.  Goals - to instill values of citizenship, give service to the United States, develop a personal responsibility, and instill a sense of accomplishment in high school students.  Objective - to educate and train high school cadets in citizenship; promote community service; instill responsibility, character, and self-discipline; and provide instruction in air and space fundamentals.

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  

Aerospace Science 220: Introduction to Global Awareness – This course introduces you to the world’s cultures through the study of world affairs, regional studies, and cultural awareness.  We will study the Middle East (Chapter 1), Asia (Chapter 2) and Africa (Chapter 3).
Leadership Education LE 200: Communication, Awareness, and Leadership; Drill and Ceremonies – This course stresses communication and leadership skills.  We will study Learning and Communication (Chapter 1), Communicating Effectively (Chapter 2), Understanding Your Attitude (Chapter 3) and Understanding Your Actions (Chapter 4).  
Wellness Program: Physical Fitness Training - Wellness is an official part of the Air Force Junior ROTC program.  It is an exercise program focused upon individual baseline improvements with the goal of achieving a national standard as calculated with age and gender.  Once a week, generally on Fridays, cadets will accomplish specific exercises and calisthenics to develop their fitness. We will also play team sports in order to keep the Wellness Program fun and motivating. 
UNIFORM DAY: WEDNESDAY.  Wear the prescribed uniform as directed by the AFJROTC instructors.  This will normally be short sleeve shirt (tie/tie tab optional) and blue pants/skirts.  Your instructors will cover the proper wear of uniforms, hairstyles, jewelry, body piercings, etc. in class.  
COURSE EVALUATION: 
Aerospace Science 220: Introduction to Global Awareness 

Homework assignments and quizzes will be graded and averaged to calculate your homework grade, which will account for 10% of your total grade.    All chapter tests will be graded and averaged to calculate your test average, which will account for 30% of your total grade. In total, the academic portion will account for 40% of your grade.   

Leadership Education 200: Communication, Awareness, and Leadership – 
Quizzes, classroom and homework assignments will account for 10% of your total grade.  Uniform wear/inspection will account for 30% of your grade.  This leadership grade will account for 40% of your grade. 
Wellness Program: Physical Fitness Training (PFT) – 

Grades are derived from participation and wearing the required PT uniform for class on Fridays.  As long as you honestly try, you will get a good PFT grade.  This PFT grade will count 20% of your grade.
