Welcome to World History.  Lots of information will be covered in this course, requiring you to work hard, come to class prepared, and to think critically about historical events and issues.  

Classroom Expectations

1. All FHS rules apply to the classroom.

2. Be prepared for class!  

3. Always be respectful of both the teacher and your fellow students.  We will be having classroom discussions, and it is imperative that no opinions of your fellow students be disrespected.  Any profanity or slurs will not be tolerated.

4. The use of electronic devices is not allowed in the classroom.  If a student needs to contact parents or guardians, they must ask for permission to use the school’s phone.  If a student feels the need to check the time, there is a clock on the wall.  Texting or making calls from cell phones is prohibited.

5. Food and drink* is not allowed in the classroom or outside of the cafeteria.
6. Remain seated while the teacher is instructing. If a student needs to sharpen their pencil, go to the trash can, grab a tissue, etc., the student must raise their hand and ask.

7. Visit the bathroom prior to class.
*Water is allowed as long as it is in a clear water bottle

Failure to follow the expectations will result in appropriate disciplinary action.
Required Materials

Students must have paper, and either a binder or folder.  Students will be expected to come to class with a writing utensil.

Cheating will result in a zero for the assignment.  Discussing topics with your classmates is fine, but copying of answers will not be tolerated and will result in the notification of both the administration and parents.

Plagiarism will result in a zero for the assignment.  If you have any doubts about how to properly cite references, ask for help!  Any paper turned in which is not one’s own work will be turned in to the administration, while parents will also be notified.  This is not an offense which you want to mess around with!
Miscellaneous Policies and Procedures

Homework:

Homework is to be turned in on the day it is due.  Late work will be accepted but will be -10 for every day it is late.  To receive an assignment that was given on a day you were absent, you must pick up your work from Miss Carr and discuss new due date.
Make up Work:

It is your responsibility to know when assignments are due and to turn them in on time.  As a general rule, if you are absent, you will have the same amount of time to turn in an assignment as the number of days you missed. If you are absent the day it is due, you may turn it in the day you come back for full credit.
Making up Assessments:

It is the responsibility of the student to arrange for a time to make up a test or quiz.  

The best time to make up a test or quiz is before school.  I do not allow students to miss instructional time to make up the test or quiz in the hallway. Students have one week to make up the assessment.
Tutoring:

I will be offering tutoring by appointment BEFORE school. I coach in the afternoons so I ask that students schedule time before school to come in for tutoring and review sessions.  Please schedule ahead of time rather than just showing up.
Extra Credit:

Extra Credit may be given during the semester.  It is important to remember that if made available, extra credit is not make-up work; all regular assignments must be completed and turned in before earning extra credit.  There is no guarantee that extra credit will be made available.
