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Math 3 continues the students’ study of mathematics, and should be followed by a successful completion of Common Core Math 2.  This course is the study of Number and Operations, Algebra, Functions, Geometry and Statistics and Probability.  Students will be modeling real numbers, quantities, seeing structure in expressions, arithmetic with polynomials and rational expressions, creating equations, reasoning with equations and inequalities, interpreting functions, building functions, circles, parallelograms, trigonometry, expressing geometric properties with equations, geometric measurement and dimension, making inferences and justifying conclusions and conditional probability and the Rules of Probability. The honors course will be doing investigations and have more extensive assignments at least 2 projects.
Course Topics:

· Absolute Value and Piecewise Functions
· Rationals
· Polynomials
· Quadratics 
· Exponential and Logarithms
· Geometry – Modeling, Circles & Parallelograms
· Trigonometry
· Probability
Required Materials: (needed daily)
· 2 in. 3 Ring Binder with notebook paper (need 2-3 packs of paper for notes and homework)

· Pencils and erasers 
· Graphing Calculator (Recommend TI 84 plus)
· Charged Chromebook
Classroom Rules and Expectations:

· Students should be in their seats and prepared for class (see materials/supply list) when the bell rings.

· When the bell rings to begin class, students should be quiet, ready to go over homework and take notes.

· Students should raise their hands and wait to be called upon before speaking.

· Students are expected to be respectful toward their peers and their teachers. We are all here to support and help each other. 

· Students should pay attention and follow directions.

· All work needs to be completed with a pencil.
· If students have difficulty understanding directions or concepts, they should feel free to raise their hands and ask questions.  Highly encouraged to be successful in math.

· Only your note book, calculator, and pencil are permitted to be on your desk. No cell phones out.
· Students should use the restroom before or after class.  Bathroom emergencies do happen.  This will be handled with a bathroom pass.  
· No test corrections in Honors Math 3 unless I feel necessary to do so but all unit work must be completed to do them.
Consequences:

· 1st Offense – Warning – verbal or non – verbal

· 2nd Offense – removal from class and administrative referral
*Severe class disruptions and inappropriate behavior will result in immediate removal to ISS. 

**No student will be allowed to disrupt the learning of his or her classmates.

Required Activities:

· Daily class attendance is necessary, it is the 

student’s responsibility to complete and turn in all 
make-up work. The student is required to make up 
all missed work within 2 days after returning to school. Notes and HW assignments are posted to   canvas daily.

· Notebooks.  Students are required to take notes daily, they must be titled and organized.
· Classwork/Homework.  Homework is assigned daily!  Expected to be completed. Must SHOW work for credit.

· Tests.  After each unit.
