Precalculus:  Advanced and College-level Mathematics.

This class is designed for a two-fold purpose:

 1) Prepare Franklinton High School students for rigorous college-level mathematics. 
2) Prepare Franklinton High School students for the mathematics on the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT) and the American College Test (ACT).

With these goals in mind, the grades for this class will be calculated as follows:

60% Major Assessments (Tests/Projects/Labs)
40% minor Assessments (Quiz Grades/Homework/In-Class assignments)
There will be work assigned on a daily basis. If you keep up with the work for this class, this class will be much easier for you.

You will need the following each day in class:

1” (or larger) 3-ring binder

Paper for your binder

Pencil (both syllables, not just the first syllable)

Your assigned Precalculus book

You may have a clear bottle of water on your desk.  Your cell phone should be off.  Not on vibrate, not so it will light-up, off. If it is seen, it will be dealt with as stated in the Student Handbook.  Please place everything else on the floor or under your desk as these items are not necessary for this class.

TI-84 or TI-83 Plus calculators will be used in this class. If you have your own you would like to use, please bring it to class. If not, I have a number of calculators to loan to students during class.  These are the calculators most in use in Colleges and Universities. Many institutions of High Education do not allow Calculator use during either their math placement exam, or their first year math class. With that in mind, there will be an emphasis on being able to accomplish the mathematics without the use of a calculator as well.
