This class is designed for a three-fold purpose:

1) Prepare Franklinton High School students for rigorous college-level mathematics. 
2)   Prepare  Franklinton High School students for the mathematics on the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT) 
            and the American College Test(ACT).

3)   Prepare Franklinton High School students for the AP Calculus AB Examination on Tuesday, 5 May 

      2020.
With these goals in mind, the grades for this class will be calculated as follows:

60% Tests/projects
40% Quiz Grades/Homework/In-Class assignments

There will be Classwork given on a daily basis. If you do not complete the problems in class, you should have them complete by the beginning of lass the next day. If you keep up with the classwork this class will be much easier for you.

You will need the following each day in class:

1” (or larger) 3-ring binder with at least one divider
Paper for your binder

Pencil (both syllables, not just the first syllable)

Your assigned Calculus book
