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   Math 2 continues the students’ study of mathematics, and should be followed by a successful completion of Common Core Math 1. This course is the study of Number and Operations, Algebra, Functions, Geometry and Statistics and Probability. Students will be modeling real numbers, quantities, seeing structure in expressions, arithmetic with polynomials and rational expressions, creating equations, reasoning with equations and inequalities, interpreting functions, building functions, congruence, Similarity, right triangles, trigonometry, expressing geometric properties with equations, geometric measurement and dimension, making inferences and justifying conclusions and conditional probability and the Rules of Probability.
