POLICIES:

TESTING   There will be unit tests as noted on your unit sheets.  Be sure to plan accordingly!  All tests are cumulative.  In other words, there are items from old tests on the new tests & you are expected to STUDY.  
We use the Student Accountability System with our tests.  Once scores are returned, students will have 3 school days to correct the test & turn it back in for a higher grade.  Instructions for doing test corrections will be given after the first test.  
HOMEWORK   If work is not turned in at the scheduled time it is considered late.  Students will then no more than ONE WEEK to turn in their work.  In addition, 10 points will be taken off the earned score.  If a student does not turn in the work by the end of the extra week, the grade is a 0.
